Project proposal

A. The following information must be included in the project proposal:

1. Title of project.

2. Background, purpose / reason for the study.  Should include motivation, conservation status of species to be collected and how the research would contribute to conservation.  What will happen to the specimens after completion of studies?

3. Collectors particulars:

a. Person and/or institution that is responsible for the study, in the case of a non-South African citizen/institution, the South African citizen/institution which supports the project must provide written endorsement of the person/project.  This signed letter serves as documentary proof should any queries or irregularities arise in respect of the non-South African citizen/institution, binding both parties to the permit conditions.

b. Applicants’ ID or passport numbers.

4. Species to be collected:

a. Family / Genus / Species

b. Common name(s)

c. Reason for collecting plants or part(s) of the plant(s)

d. Number of plants or part(s) of plants to be collected

e. Precise location(s) where collection is to take place

f. Dates when collection is to take place.

5. Particulars of collection:

a. Place where specimens are to be lodged

b. In the case of export out of the Northern Cape Province, the species, number and other South African Province or country to be exported to.

6. Duration of the project.

7. Names of other persons or institutions involved in the project.

8. Any additional information.
